7.Secure and auditable assessment — all assessments and exam platforms must ensure data secuirity,
process integrity, traceability, and auditability, including supervised online exams where applicable.

8.Accessibility and inclusion - the system must ensure fair access to certification through digital
accessibility and reasonable accommodations for candidates with diverse needs.

9.Responsiveness to green and digital transitions - the standard supports validation of competences
relevant to sustainability, green economy, digital transformation, and ICT.

10.Improvement and governance — the system must be continuously monitored, reviewed, and
improved to maintain relevance, quality, and alignment with international and national standards.
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
